thetmocol styrofoam cups and lates etc.) and replace them ith washable 
tstcel glass ceramic) uiensils. Moreover. plastic and thermocol decorations etc. should be 
strixtly asoided and only nature friendly materials should be used. Also, it is hereby 
Informed that all the employees should ensure strict adherence to green protocol in case of 
thtest of cosid epidemic. 
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REPORT ON IMPLEMENTATION OF GREEN CAMPUS INITIATIVES 

Green Protocol is part ofa campus-wide projcct to promote cco-justice. To make our campus 

a Green Campus, we havea waste managcment system with on campus waste segregation 
facilities. The waste management system guidelines are as follows. 

Separate bins for collecting waste in categories such food waste, paper waste, and non 

degradable plastic waste are placcd at various locations across campus to ensure proper waste 

segregation. While disposing of the waste is segregated as food waste in green - coloured 
baskets. paper waste in yellow - coloured basket and non- degradable plastic waste in red -

coloured baskets. Plastic bottles, jars and food packaging covers made of plastic are 

thoroughly cleaned by removing leftover food residue before depositing in the basket. Strict 

adherence to the guidelines is maintained for successful implementation of this endeavour. 

We have entered in to an agreement with 'Haritha Kar1ma Sena' under Nemom ward of 

Trivandrum Corporation for proper disposal of the segregated waste. 

In view of zero waste in campus, we have a proposal for implementing in house Thumbur 

Mozhi model waste management for converting waste to manure. The proposal is under 

consideration of Trivandrum Corporation and Suchithwa Mission. We have already installed 

twelve water dispensers in various locations of our campus. The single-use plastics are 

prohibited in campus and have informed all the stakeholders are on this. 

Waste management is a group obligation in which every member of the organisation must 

take an active role. All parties involved have to make a commitment to dispose of waste 
responsibly and encourage others to follow suit.
