A State Levet Committee constituted by the Government under the Chairmanship of the
Commissioner for Entrance Examinations consisting of the members in the Medicat Board constituted
under the Chairmanship of DME, special invitees representing Engineering/ Pharmacy/
Medicat/Agricutture/ Veterinary/ Forestry/ Fisheries speciatities witl take a finat decision on the
etigibitity of a candidate for PwD quota as per the criteria fixed by the various Centrat Councits and

the suitabitity of the candidate to study a particutar course apptied by him/her.

Onty those candidates who are having a minimum 40% of any disabitity and are found to be
physicall.y suitabte by the Committee for the courses opted by the candidates witl be chosen for a

Candidates who do not have access to
lnternet facitity can use the facitity provided free of cost, by the Government at various centres
across the state. 'Facilitation Centres' (FC) witt be opened across the state during a specified
period for the candidates who need assistance for registering their options. The tist of FCs witt
be notified in due course. The Facititation Centres witl be functioninq onty durinq tbe ferio!
specified.

11.4.4 Time schedule for registering options: The facitity for registering of options witl be avaitabte
onty during the period specified in the notifications to be issued by the CEE. Wide pubticity witL
be given through etectronic and print media regarding the schedule and retated matters. The
facitity witt be withdrawn once the time period is over and candidate witl not have access to this
facitity after this time period. A candidate, not registering his/her options as per the time
schedule announced, will not be considered for allotments under his/her eligible streams
against any of the seats availabte then, irrespective of his/her rank. Requests for extension of
time witl not be entertained under any circumstances for registering options under any of the
streams.

11.4.5 RegisterinS of options in respect of candidates included in different Rank Lists: A candidate
inctuded in different rank lists, can register options of different streams simuttaneousty based on
his/her order of priority of courses and cotteges. Att options avaitabte to the candidate, based on
the streams he/she is eLigibte for, can be registered in a single registration. For example, a

candidate inctuded in the Engineering and Medicat rank tists can register his/her options in the
two streams together, within the specified period of time.
There is no separate time schedute for registering options under each of the streams. Alkpli!!!
to att etieibte streams will have to be reeistered as Der the time schedute. No extension of time
witl be granted under any circumstances for registering options under any of the streams.

11.4.6 Eligibitlty for registering options: Onty those candidates included in the different Rank Lists
prepared and pubtished by the CEE for 2021 are etigibte to register their options in the stream
concerned. Moreover, the candidates registering their options shoutd satisfy att the etigibitity
condjtions with regard to Nativity (Ctause 6.1), Academic qualifications lCtause 6.2), Age (Ctause

6.3), etc., of the Prospectus for admission to Professional Degree Courses 2021. Academic
eligibitity should be satisfied on the date of admission for various Courses.Principal/Head of
the lnstitutionwill be personatly responsible for verification of eligibitity condition as
prescrlbed ln the Prospe€tus, when the candidate reports for admission. Onty those
candidates who are found to be quatified as prescribed shatl be admitted to the
cottege/institution irrespective of the fact that he/she has an attotment through the CAP.

11.4.7 Essentials for registerlng options: Candidates shoutd have particutars such as Rott Number,
Apptication Number and Password of KEAM-2021 in order to register their options in the website

(i) Roll number: This is the six-digit Number attotted by CEE to the candidate which is given in

the Admit Card of KEA/rt-2021.

(ii) Application number: This is the seven-digit number printed on the left top part of the
Apptication Acknowtedgement page of the 0ntine Apptication submitted by the candidate for
KEAlii 2021. This is atso printed in the Admit Card issued by the CEE to the candidate.

(iii) Password: The Password to be used is same as the one created and used during the ontine
apptication submission stage.

11 .5 Procedure for Registering Options:
Any candidate, who wishes to register his/her options, shoutd have the ,Apptication number, and
'Password' readity avaitabte with him/her. The candidate must atso have access to internet
facitity.For Assistance, candidates can contact the facititation centres. The tist of facil.itation
centres will be avaitabte in the web site.

Faiture to provide the correct password witl stop the candidate from proceeding to the Option
Registration Page. lt is the responsibitity of the candidate to keep the password safe and secure.
ln case, assistance is necessary for logging on to and accessing the Option Registration Page, the
candidate may contact a Facititation Centre (FC). lf the candidate cannot remember the
password, he/she can reset it through the'Forgot Password' [ink, given in the Candidate Portat.

Apptjcation number is candidate specjfic and hence is usabte for the concerned candidate only.
Disc(osure of the Password to others who may misuse them can resutt in tampering of the options
made by the candidate. The CEE/Government witt not be responsibte for any such eventuatity.

11.5.4 Courses and Colleges available for registering options: A list of Course-Cottege combinations
available for attotments through the CAP witl. be disptayed on the Option Registration page of the
candidate based on the stream(s) the candidate is etigibte for. For exampte, a candidate
included onty in the Engineering stream witt see the Engineering courses together with the
corresponding two-letter codes (Eg:- AE Apptied Etectronics and lnstrumen tation, EC

Procedurefor registering options in his/her Option Registration Page: By entering the option
number for a course-cottege combination the candidate can fix his/her preference numbers for
the course-cottege combinations disptayed in the Option Registration Page.

stiputated time as notified by the CEE. The option tjst once finalized cannot be augmented after
the stiputated time for registering options. But the modification of the option tist witl be attowed
onty for cancettation/detetion and for re- arrangement of priority of options at the time
specified in the notification by the CEE.

11.5.10 Trial Allotments: The CEE witt conduct Trial Atlotment before the ctosure of the time fixed for
registering options during the'l't Phase of attotment to give an idea about the chances of getting
atlotment to a course and cottege based on options and rank of the candidate. The triat
Allotment does not guarantee that the candidate will get allotment in a college or course.

11.6 Processing of Options and Allotment:

11.6.1 Allotment Schedule: After the period earmarked for registering options, they witl be Processed
and the attotment for atl courses witt be published on the website, "www.cee.kerata.gov. in", on
the date notified by the CEE. The attotment memo, the printout of which can be taken from the
website, witt show the cottege to which the candidate is altotted and the fee to be remitted for
the course a[otted. The schedule of attotment witt be notified separatety. Necessary
notifications witt be issued by the CEE.

11.6.2 Remittance of Fee: The prescribed fee for the Course witl have to be remitted by the candidate
to the Account of the CEE in specified Post Offices in Kerata to be notified by the CEE or by way
of Ontine Payment, as per the time schedute prescribed. After the candidate remits the fee in
the first attotment, a fee receipt witt be issued by the Post Office/can be printed from the
Ontine Payment page, as token of altotment and remittance of fee. Those candidates who do
not remit the fee on or before the date prescribed for the same will lose their allotment as
well as all the existing optlon5 in the stream to which the allotment betongs. The options
once lost r{ill not be available in the subsequent phases. The second attotment witt be
pubtished on the date specified. Candidates who have not received any attotment in the first
attotment and who have received an attotment in the second attotment witt have to remit the
prescribed fee for the course attotted. lf a candidate has a different atlotment than the one
received in the first attotment, the fee for which is higher than that remitted as per the first
attotment, he/she witt haye to remit the difference in fee.

11.6.4 Ontine Option confirmation for participating in subsequent phases of attotment:

1 1 .6.9 Mop-Up Counseling :Commissioner for Entrance Examinations is authorized to prepare and
pubtish detaited guidelines and conditions of the Mop-up counseling and the subsequent stray
vacancy fitting phases, depending on the mode of the Mop-up phase (whether online or
manuat). ln case, the mop-up phase is to be conducted manuatly, there can be stricter
constraints on the kinds of moves from one course to another course or from one coltege to
another coltege because of the time constraints on compteting the attotment process. The
guidelines witt be drafted so as to conform to the corresponding guidetines of the central
councits concerned (MCl/MCC, Centrat/AYUSH or AICTE) as far as possibte.

No.122l98/H.Edn. dated 07.10.1998. According to the G.O., 'Candidates of the reserved
category who witl otherwise come in the open merit tist wiLt be attotted to the cotlege of his
choice provided he woutd have been etigibte for attotment to that cottege if he was treated as
candidate coming under reservation quota. White a reserved category candidate entitted to
admission on the basis of his merit wil[ have the option of taking admission to the cotteges where
a specified number of seats have been kept reseryed for reserved category but white computing
the percentage of reseryation he witt be deemed to have been admitted as an open category
candidate and not as a reserved category candidate'. As per the above principte, atl seats
avaitable for allotment by CEE in Government/Aided/XAU / KVASU / KUFOS Cotteges for a
particutar course (Eg:- BAlv'\S under Medical stream or Etectronics & Communication under
Engineering stream) avaitabte in att the Government and Aided cotleges put together witl be
computed state-wide and the total seats so obtained for each course in these Colteges together,
wjtt be distributed statewide for the different categories by apptying the mandatory reservation
principte as mentioned in Ctause 4.1.5. White fotl.owing the above principte of attotment, the
institution-wise break-up of seats that is earmarked under each category as per the mandatory
reservation principte witt be changed in cenain cotteges.

11.8.3 Allotment in Government/Aided/(AU/KVASU/KUFOS Cotteges to Candidates with multipte
Ctaims under Mandatory Quota: Att candidates inctuded in the Rank Lists are etigibte for
attotment under State Merit (5M). Candidates might be entitted for other reservation quotas atso
under Mandatory Reservation. For exampte, a candidate may have the benefit of SEBC
reservation (EZIMU /BH/ LA/ DV/VK/ KN/ BX/ KU ) or Schedu(ed Caste (SC) or Scheduted Tribe
15T)/EWS ctaim. The seats witt be offered on the hierarchy of quotas.

The hierarchy in order is as follows:

11.8.4 Allotments under Special Reservations: Candidates may be etigibte for Special Reservations
and/or reservation benefiG under'Persons with Disabitities'.

Attotment under these categories witl not be
governed by the provisions of the GO referred to in clause 11.8.2. The altotment of seats under
Special reservation wilt be taken up atong with the General Atlotment.

The List of Private Setf Financing lnstitutions which offer
additional fee concessions witt be published in the officiat website of the Commissioner for
Entrance Examinations, www.cee.kerata.eov.in before the commencement of cAP 202'1.

1. Approved World competitions mean the competitions organised by the lntemational apex bodies of

the concemed discipline and in which the National teams are sponsored by the National apex bodies

and cleared by Sports Authority of lndia/Govemment of lndia. Only those lntemational Competitions

which are being held at the time of preparation of the norms are included in the priority list.

2. The National Championship means the championships conducted by the National apex body of the

concemed discipline.

3. lndividual Games/Event mean a Game/Event in which individual performs alone (Relay is mnsidered

as team event)

4. When a Candidate has a number of achievements in different disciplines his/her best achievements

will be taken into consideration.

5. The achievements in two financial years (1s'Apnl to 31d March) previous to the year of selection

shall alone be considered. However, in the case of competitions which are not organized annually

the immediately previous completions shall be deemed as the previous two financial yea6 for the

purpose of this list.

6. All competitions where an upper age limit is fixed (Youth/Junior/Sub-Junior) would be treated as

junior event provided it is not classified as senior event by the concemed National Federation.

7 . ll a Candidate represents the lndianuniversity team in the National Championships in MenMomen,

he/she will be considered for he beneflt of the norms only if he/she was a student in one of the

Universities in Kerala during the year of representation.

8. When there is a tie in any of the achievements the follo\,ving criteria as per the priority list below will

be applied to break the tie.

a) Those tvith a higher number of achievements will be placed above the others. lf the tje still remains,

the next best achievements as per the order of priority will be considered.

b) lf the tie is not broken by the above method the person having the achievement during the year

closer to the selection will be given higher weightage.

c) lndividual achievements will be ranked above team achievements.

d) lf a new record is created he/she will get next priority.

e) lf the participants from two age group competitions tie, then partiopant in the age group with the

upper age limit will be given priority.

0 Captaincy in games will be given the next priority.

g) lf a tie cannot be broken by any of the above mentioned sports achievements, the marks obtained in

the sub,ects of the qualifying examination will be consdered for breaking the tie.
